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Major Sewer Line Break

The administration building suffered two
small floods during February. The constant
freezing and thawing of the 60-year-old sewer
lines made them crumble and caused a sewer
backup near the front of the building. Steele
Plumbing will be laying a new PVC pipe from
the girl’s dorm to the cafeteria, replacing the
Orangeburg line of 1969. This was not a
scheduled 2026 project but must be completed.
Early estimates for this project will cost
$18,000.00. If you would like to help offset this
unexpected project, please mark your checks
“Project Fund.”
